Gardens
contain

IT is nice to think of a garden as a place of
beauty and peace on a grand scale but even a
small Queensland garden can harbour great
danger for animals, who may be tempted to eat
or play with certain plants.

A survey of poisoning cases treated at
Queensland veterinary clinics has revealed the
plants most commonly involved in life-
threatening poisonings of pet dogs and cats.

The frontrunner is a shrub called Brunfelsia,
otherwise known as Yesterday Today and
Tomorrow. The shrub produces highly recog-
nisable and pretty purple flowers which turn
mauve and then white on successive days,
giving a pleasant tri-colour effect overall.

The berries from the plant are not necessarily
the single most toxic thing you can find in an
average Queensland garden but they might as
well be when they become the snack of choice
for curious dogs and cats.

The berries contain a poison that causes
vomiting, diarrhoea, and salivation followed by
tremors, fever, loss of co-ordination, seizures
and death. There is no cure for the toxin,
although animals may survive if they are given
rapid and intensive medical treatment.

The shrub was named as the most common
cause of life-threatening poisoning in a survey
of cases treated at 25 major veterinary practices
across Queensland.

The results were published this month in an
article written by Dr Ross McKenzie in the
Australian Veterinary Association’s Queens-
land journal.

Dr McKenzie lives in Brisbane and is a world-
renowned expert on the plant poisons that
affect animals. He is currently writing a guide to
the major poisonous plants and fungi in
Australia, and conducted the survey to help
encourage better labelling of plants sold for
Queensland gardens.

In the survey, macadamia nuts proved to be
the single most commonly reported poison of
dogs treated but the nut toxin, while debilitat-
ing, is not generally regarded as life-threatening.

The other most common life-threatening
plant poisons revealed in the survey include
onions, cycad seeds and Duranta erecta,
otherwise known as golden dewdrop. Olean-
ders, grapes and lilies also received a mention.

Plant poisonings are relatively rare in pet
animals but, given Queenslanders’ love of
gardening, owners should always be aware of
the risks and symptoms.

It is perfectly possible to find a balance in a
garden which reduces the risk to pets. It is often
the case that only some parts of a plant are
poisonous, such as the fruit or the seeds, and the
plant may be harmless to pets if the seeds and
fruit are removed.

Veterinarians can supply further information
about the most common plant dangers and the
signs of possible poisonings in pets.

THE Sutherland Shire
Council is paying people
to dob in a graffiti vandal.
The move is part of a
anti-graffiti strategy
which involves the entire
community — and it ap-
pears to be working.
More than $13,000 has
been paid out and 25 offen-
ders have been convicted.
The council has created
the Sutherland Shire
Vandalism Prevention
Unit to drive the strategy.
It comprises council
staff, police, volunteers
and representatives from
bodies such as Sydney
Water and the Roads and
Traffic Authority, which
regularly suffer property
damage by vandals.
Volunteers from the
group audit retail outlets
for spray cans, paint and
markers and advise busi-
ness owners on ways to
reduce spray can theft.
Sutherland Shire Mayor
Lorraine Kelly said the
group is focusing on

reducing access to spray
cans, educating young
people and catching those
responsible for damage.

“We have a number of
planks to our work on
graffiti and anti-social
behaviour including the
Responsible Retailers
program, the Vandalism
Prevention Unit and a
community scheme
which rewards members
of the public for supplying
information leading to
the conviction of van-
dals,” Mayor Kelly said.

“The vandalism re-
wards scheme has been
operating for almost
three years during which
time 11 successful reports
have been made and a
total of $13,050 has been
paid out.

“It led to the conviction
of 25 offenders of which
some minors had to do
graffiti removal work
through the juvenile jus-
tice system with more
than 150 hours of work
being performed.”
